Introduction

• Crowdfunding is a way of raising money for good causes 

and ideas, while also helping a project to connect with the 

local community

• Sport Wales & Crowdfunder U.K. partnership

• Match-funding and amplification of Sport Wales 

investment

• A focus primarily on ‘off-field’ capital works



Eligibility

Who can apply? 

Any not-for-profit clubs, voluntary or community-based 

organisations that deliver or enable sport and/or physical 

activity

Who cannot apply?

Education establishments (schools, colleges or universities).  

Sole traders, commercial businesses or leisure operators



Criteria

Applications will need to align to at least one of the following 
three priorities:

• Improve the ‘off field’ experience

• Provide economic sustainability

• Environmentally friendly



Sport Wales Pledge Percentages

Sport Wales will match fund eligible projects between 30% and 
50% of a project’s target total, up to a maximum of £15,000

• 30%: If a project is likely to gain support on Crowdfunder

• 40%: If a project demonstrates how it intends to support 
tackling inequalities

• 50%: If a project is based in one of the 30% most deprived 
areas of Wales, as identified by Welsh Index of Multiple 
Deprivation data

The Application

• Set up a Crowdfunder page by visiting the Sport Wales 
website and navigating through to grants and funding

• You’ll be redirected to Crowdfunder U.K. where you can 

create your Crowdfunding page



The Application

• The application to A Place for Sport: Crowdfunder, is your 
Crowdfunder page itself

• Tell the story behind the project through video, images, 
catchy titles and concise written text

• Offer rewards in return for people pledging and supporting 
your project

• Directed to the above page - scroll down to the Sport Wales 

Fund and follow the ‘find out more’ information tab

• Here, you’ll be prompted to answer some short questions 

before submitting to Sport Wales



Decision making process and Sport 
Wales support

• An application to A Place for Sport: Crowdfunder will be 
assessed as soon as it’s submitted

• If the application is eligible, meets criteria and includes a video, 
images, text and rewards, the applicant could receive a 
decision the same day

• Sport Wales don’t reject applications; we offer support to 
improve an applicant's Crowdfunding chances

• Crowdfunder U.K. also offer brilliant support; Crowdfunder 
coaches, webinars and resources



How Does a Sport Wales pledge 
work?

Overall project target total: £10,000

Sport Wales match-funding contribution: 50% (£5,000) 
Remaining Crowdfunder target total (to be raised via Crowdfunder page): £5,000

Sport Wales Pledge Conditions: 

1. Raise at least 25% of your initial target (£2,500) 
2. Raise this from a minimum number of unique Supporters. The minimum number of unique 
Supporters required is: 50 unique Supporters

*Once both conditions have been met, the Sport Wales pledge of £5,000 will then become visible on 
your Crowdfunder page.* 

3.  Finally, the club will then need to raise the remaining total (to bring the overall funds to 100% of 
the original target total) by your set deadline. If 100% isn’t reached, Sport Wales match-funding 
will be cancelled. 



How Does a Sport Wales pledge 
work?

Unique Supporters

The minimum number of unique Supporters required is: 

● 25 unique Supporters if your target is up to £5,000
● 50 unique Supporters if your target is between £5,001 and £10,000  
● 75 unique Supporters if your target is between £10,001 and £15,000 
● 100 unique Supporters if your target is over £15,000

*To ensure there is a community need for the project*



Support and Receiving the funds

• Sport Wales and Crowdfunder U.K. offer support and advice 
throughout the whole fundraising campaign

• Project timelines on average are 4 weeks in length

• If a project is successful and the organisations Crowdfunder wallet is set 
up and ID verified, the funds should be transferred over within 7 days 
from a project closing date

• Crowdfunder will complete all of this
